 1: no unnecessary interruption by the referee 
 5: constant whistling, even for trifling matters 
 
Decisiveness ................................................................................................................................. __ 
 1: referee shows authority (not: displays his power, but: is respected) 
 5: tentative to the point of being ridiculed 
 
Impartiality .................................................................................................................................... __ 
 1: calls it as he/she sees it 
 5: every "50/50 call" goes the other way 
 
Professionalism ............................................................................................................................ __ 
 1: looks sharp, is firm and polite with players, coaches and fans 
 5: dressed sloppily, uses bad language, is demeaning to players and impolite to coaches 
  and spectators 
 
Positioning ....................................................................................................................................  __ 
 1: always in good position - watches linesperson through the action, is sufficiently close to 

play, runs when needed 
 5: rarely leaves the center circle, often has his back to the appropriate linesperson, walks 
  even on counter attacks 
 
Signals ........................................................................................................................................... __ 
 1: strong whistle, followed immediately with a directional signal; always indicates when 
  a free-kick is indirect; indicates corner-kick, goal-kick and kick-off when needed 
 5: weak whistle, directional signals missing, tentative or late; no signals for corner-kick,  
  goal-kick or kick-off even when needed
